Line Markings

Lisa,

We did try to get the sub-contractor back to re-do the road markings, but they eventually claimed the markings would not work on the cobbled surface. I think this was something we always feared; that it would be a battle to get any marking to adhere on this type of surface for any length of time.

However, a new Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions came into force last year. This is central Government legislation which controls the types of signs and road markings that can be used on the Public Highway, and the conditions for their use. These new Regulations contained some significant changes. The relevant change to this issue is that there is no longer a requirement to have both signs and road markings for the bays. Road markings are no longer required as long as the extent of the bays is obvious by being contained within some physical feature or a change in road paving.

So I think as the bays on the western side of the Market Place are indicated by both the cobbled surface and the build outs at either end, road markings are no longer essential for enforcement. There may be a need to look at the bays on the eastern side, but even there they are bordered by the taxi bay and the Crown Square junction.
